Why should we participate?

The Venture 100 + The Next 100 list is the only comprehensive list of Alberta’s largest corporations, used widely as a reference tool by prospective suppliers, customers, investors, employees and other media in Alberta and beyond. Membership in the list establishes your organization among the major contributors to Alberta’s economy and enhances its visibility.
Who can participate?

Any company that has their head office located in Alberta can submit a questionnaire including public, private and crown corporations.

How is the list ranked?

The list is ranked by revenue, based on your most recent financial statements.

Is there a minimum revenue requirement?
No, but last year’s list (available for your review at www.albertaventure.com) bottomed out at $54 million. 
Who does the ranking?

The list is compiled by PricewaterhouseCoopers in Edmonton. All documentation submitted will be dealt with in the strictest of confidence.

Our fiscal year-end doesn’t fall on Dec. 31. What year’s financials should we use?

The most recent fiscal year to April 30, 2007.

Where does Alberta Venture obtain the information for the list?

While most of the information is supplied voluntarily by the listed companies, Alberta Venture also includes organizations whose 2006 revenues and other information are a matter of public record.

What happens after I submit the questionnaire?
If you are placed on the list, Alberta Venture will contact you to confirm information.

If I am on the list will I automatically get an article written about my company?
We are unable to write about each of the 200 companies on the list. However, we do refer back to companies on the list throughout the year for editorial coverage in other issues.
